THE THIRD EPOCH OF THE WOLFNER FACTORY IN ÚJPEST

In the third part of the series of articles the effects of World War II on the Wolfner family 
and their factory are described. The factory reached its maximum in production before 
the war, a large proportion of its products – different types of shoes – was exported to 
England. This prosperous industral activity was interrupted by the war when the Wolfner 
factory became one of the biggest suppliers of the army. After the German occupation the 
managers/owners were deprived of their jobs, a lot of workers were deported, the stocks 
were transported to Germany. After 1945 the surviving László Wolfner got back the factory, 
which was at last nationalized in March 1948.
